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Sequoyah, a Cherokee/Choctaw medicine man, built a Konkurra/House of Peace,
and a Purification Lodge in the scenic Kootenay area of the Rocky Mountains.
There, he and other Native Elders invite their guests to share intercultural and
spiritual experiences building bridges between Native traditional cultures and the
lifestyle of today’s world.
